Show Date: August 21, 2010

Background: After a very successful 2008 show, Wings Over Alpena 2010 is
just around the corner. The show will again be held on the grounds of Alpena’s
Combat Readiness Training Center. Over 30,000 people attended Wings Over
Alpena 2008, with traffic lineups going four miles both ways on M-32. Our
2010 show will be themed “A Tribute To World War II”. We will be focusing
on bringing acts and static displays of this era to the show.

The Event: The gates will open at 8:00 am and flying will go throughout the
day. We will be attempting to bring more people into the Alpena area overnight
by starting the flying early. Local volunteer groups and vendors will be serving
food and many children’s activities will also be planned.

The Performers: Obviously our acts are based heavily on the amount of money we can raise. Here are a
few acts we have already booked for 2010:

e Valiant Echoes: Three acts in one! Mike Kennedy flies a Vultee BT-
13A (WWII trainer) and offers three unique performances.

About The Aircraft: The North American B-25 Mitchell was the most effective medium bomber of WWII. This
beauty comes to us from Michigan’s own Y ankee Air Museum located at Willow Run Airport near Detroit. The
museum survives to retain the history & heritage of vintage aircraft through displays at air shows and at their
hangar. The Yankee Warrior is the only flying B-25D-35 and one of very few aircraft with documented combat
history.

Aerobatic Act/Static Display Aircraft-Valiant Echoes: $7,060

About the act: Michael Kennedy flies a Vutlee BT-13A, a World War 11 training aircraft. Basic Training recreates
an aerobatic training mission a WWII pilot would encounter and provides the audience the opportunity to listen to
the live cockpit broadcast of the instructor’s comments on the PA system. Share the thrill and excitement of a
cadet’s first aerobatic flight and the instructors’ tips as he saves them both from the cadet’s mistakes. A truly unique
and historic air show presentation.

Historic Echoes, an elegant and graceful aerobatic display performed with smoke and a 1940’s musical background.

Formation Team /Static Display Aircraft-Scream’n Rebels: $7,060

About the act: Scream’n Rebels is a four-ship formation team flying T-6 Texan aircraft. The aircraft are large, loud,
and bellow smoke during the entire performance. The Scream’n Rebel Formation Demo Team will perform an
exciting show for your audience. Their entire aerial display is tight, done within the airport boundary keeping the
action close. Massive amounts of smoke erupt as these large Warbirds are put through their paces. You will
experience rejoins, diamond photo passes, simulated strafing runs and the classic “finger four” formation made
famous by our fighters of WWIIL.

Aerobatic Act-Bill Werth: $4,955

About the act: Bill Werth is an active duty USAF pilot who also performs aerobatics at air shows in his spare time.
Bill performs in a Pitts S2C. “The performance starts off with a little bit of kid type fun to help bring the audience
into the show a little more. A few kids from the audience help with the announcing for a few passes. We finish the
show with some high-energy, hard-core, G-pullin aecrobatic maneuvers to keep the crowd excited and on their feet.”

Static Display Aircraft - TBM-3E “Avenger” - $4,875

About the aircraft: 1da Red is a WW II Grumman Avenger Torpedo Bomber. She was built in March of 1945. As far
as we know she was never used on a carrier but was based in a number of different squadrons on both the East and
West coasts. The Avenger was the largest single engine aircraft built in the U.S. until the end of the war. She could
carry 2000 pounds of bombs or one 2000-pound torpedo, two 100-gallon drop tanks, and eight 5-inch high velocity
rockets. She had two forward firing 50 cal. machine guns and one 50 cal. machine gun in a turret aft of the canopy.

Ida Red is powered by a Wright Cyclone R-2600 rated at 1900 H.P. at take off. This is a 14 cylinder, 2 row, radial
engine turning a 3 bladed Hamilton Standard prop.

Ida Red is painted in the markings of the aircraft that flew antisubmarine patrols against the German U-Boats in the
Atlantic Theater. These aircraft took off from, and landed on the smallest carriers in the fleet. To make things even
more difficult they had to do this at night so they could hunt the U-Boats while they were running on the surface
trying to recharge their batteries. The Battle of the Atlantic raged throughout the war and it wasn't until the Navy
was able to hunt the submarines with these great aircraft that the tide started to turn against the U-Boats.

Ida Red is operated by the Great Lakes Composite Group. We are a flying museum located just outside of Fort
Wayne Indiana. Ida Red is based at Monroe Custer Airport in Monroe Michigan.

Flying Act: “Tora 101” Japanese A6M “Zero” Replica: $4,790.00
